Framing decisions: Rationality and intentionality

Classical theories of rationality insist that susceptibility to framing effects is a paradigm of irrationality. In contrast, I maintain that it can be rational to value an outcome or action differently depending on how it is framed. I explain why this holds, and introduce a framework for discussing the role of frames in decision-making. 
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
